Abstract:Sichuan’s integrity culture resources contain rich historical genes, among which the “qinhe” (lute and crane)
imagery and the lineage of incorruptible officials represented by Zhao Bian and Ding Baozhen are the most typical. From
the perspective of spatiotemporal inheritance of cultural genes, this paper examines the formation and canonization
process of Zhao Bian’s imagery of “one lute and one crane,” sorts out Ding Baozhen’s spatiotemporal continuation of
Zhao Bian’s spirit, and reveals the internal logic of Sichuan’s integrity culture genes. On this basis, it analyzes the current
problems of fragmentation and homogenization in the development of integrity culture resources, and proposes a path of
intangible cultural heritage-based development. Through strategies such as the integration of craft-based intangible
cultural heritage, empowerment by performing intangible cultural heritage, reconstruction of spatial narratives, and
digital activation, it aims to achieve the creative transformation of integrity culture from material carrier to spiritual
symbol, and from historical memory to contemporary value.
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
